ENVIRONMENTAL CONSERVATION AND SUSTAINABILITY (GREEN CITY)

Sobujer Ucchas 2024: Environmental awareness and
greenery are vital for a healthy community, yet students
often lack opportunities to participate in eco-friendly
initiatives. To address this, Sanskaran Foundation
organized the Sobujer Ucchas Program on 23 September
2024 at BUBT, Mirpur. Over 300 Money Plant saplings
were distributed free to students, grown by reusing
plastic cups from previous water distribution booths,
promoting sustainability and community beautification.S
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Dengue Prevention Campaign: Sanskaran Foundation,
in collaboration with DNCC, organized a dengue
prevention campaign in 2021 in Mirpur Ward 13. Over
10 days, volunteers worked with DNCC teams to
remove stagnant water, support cleaning efforts, inspect
sites and raise community awareness. The campaign
concluded with a public rally promoting collective
responsibility in dengue prevention.
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Traffic Management, Cleaning & Awareness
Program–2024: From 06 to 07 August 2024 in
Mirpur-2 and Rupnagar, Dhaka, Sanskaran
Foundation engaged student volunteers in traffic
management, cleanliness drives and public awareness
activities. Single-use plastic cups were collected for
recycling and promoting sustainability. The program
encouraged civic responsibility, community well-
being and environmental awareness.

COVID-19 Disinfectant Spray Campaign 2021:
During June 2021, Sanskaran Foundation (formerly
HUMAN Foundation Bangladesh) conducted a
disinfectant spray campaign in Mirpur-2 and
surrounding areas, Dhaka, to improve public hygiene
and prevent COVID-19 spread. Volunteers
disinfected streets, markets, drains and crowded
areas, including Kazipara Bus Stand, Shewrapara,
Barekmollar Mor, Pirerbag Market and West
Monipur. Despite challenging weather, hundreds of
liters of disinfectant were used to create safer
neighborhoods for the community.
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INITIATIVES

PRIMARY HEALTHCARE AND HUMANITARIAN DISASTER ASSISTANCE
PROGRAMS

Flood Relief Support Program 2022: Sanskaran
Foundation took part in a Flood Relief Support Program in
Kurigram from 27 to 30 June 2022 to assist families
affected by severe flooding in Jatrapur, Chilmari and
Nageshwari. Collaborating with several partner
organizations, the Foundation helped prepare and
distribute over 350 emergency relief packages containing
essential food items, medicines and daily necessities,
ensuring immediate support for displaced and vulnerable
families.

Sitakunda BM Container Tragedy Support 2022: In
response to the devastating fire at BM Container Depot
in Sitakunda, Chattogram, Sanskaran Foundation
participated in emergency response efforts by supporting
injured patients at Chattogram Medical College
Hospital. Volunteers worked alongside teams from
multiple organizations, providing essential assistance to
help ensure timely treatment and coordinated care for
those affected.

Covid-19 Vaccination Program 2021: Sanskaran
Foundation supported the government’s free COVID-19
vaccination campaign by assisting community members
with registration and safe access to vaccines. The
Foundation carried out a Vaccination Assistance Program in
Ward 13, Mirpur-2, DNCC, in August and September 2021,
working alongside DNCC staff. It also supported the Mass
Vaccination Drive on 08 February 2022, helping thousands
receive vaccines and strengthening public health efforts.
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TRISNAE TRIPTI Campaign 2024: During the extreme
heat of April 2024, Sanskaran Foundation organized
Trisnae Tripti campaign to support travelers and laborers
at risk of dehydration. The program was conducted for
seven consecutive days at Barekmollar Mor, 60 Feet Road,
Mirpur-2, Dhaka, where over 800 liters of saline and
mineral water were distributed. The initiative promoted
both public health and environmental responsibility by
collecting and recycling all used plastic glasses.

PRIMARY HEALTHCARE AND HUMANITARIAN DISASTER ASSISTANCE
PROGRAMS

Diabetes Screening & Awareness Program 2024:
Sanskaran Foundation, in collaboration with the BUBT
Social Welfare Club, organized a Diabetes Screening &
Awareness Program on 14 November 2024 (World
Diabetes Day) at the BUBT campus, Dhaka. The program
screened 250 individuals and promoted healthy practices
among students, teachers, officers and staff.

Diabetes Screening & Awareness Program 2025: On
November 13, 2025, in observance of World Diabetes
Day, the Diabetes Screening & Awareness Program was
held at the BUBT campus premises. During the Free
Diabetes Screening Campaign, tests were conducted for
around 400 people. At the same time, an awareness
campaign was organized among community members of
the Rupnagar area as well as students, teachers, officers
and employees of Bangladesh University of Business and
Technology (BUBT) to raise awareness about diabetes. 

Amar Mask, Amar Surokkha Awareness Campaign
2022: To prevent the spread of COVID-19, Sanskaran
Foundation organized the “Amar Mask, Amar Surokkha”
campaign to promote proper mask usage and distribute
free masks. The campaign took place in Mirpur, Dhaka,
from 05–07 February 2022 (Ward 13) and 09–11 March
2022 (Mirpur-10). Volunteers engaged with residents,
shopkeepers and passersby, distributing around 200 masks
daily and sharing awareness messages through Mirpur 13,
Mirpur-10, 60 Feet Road, Monipur High School and Hope
International School.
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Free Medical Camp 2021: Sanskaran Foundation
organized a Free Medical Camp on 19–20 June 2021 at
Dogri Ismail Hossain High School and College, Naria,
Shariatpur, to provide primary healthcare services to
underprivileged communities. Following health and
safety guidelines, nearly 200 people were served.
Through regular medical camps, Sanskaran Foundation
facilitates access to basic healthcare services and
professional medical advice for rural populations.
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INITIATIVES

WOMEN'S HEALTH, EDUCATION AND ECONOMIC EMPOWERMENT INITIATIVES

Many underprivileged women face persistent health challenges but often lack access to proper medical
guidance and awareness. Social stigma, financial constraints and limited health education frequently
discourage them from seeking professional care or openly discussing their health concerns, leading to
delayed treatment and preventable complications.

To address these challenges, Sanskaran Foundation
launched an ongoing campaign titled
“Understanding Women’s Health.” The initiative
is designed to create a safe, respectful and
supportive environment where women can openly
discuss their health concerns without any fear or
hesitation. By bridging the gap between
underprivileged women and healthcare
professionals, the campaign helps break social
taboos and reduce misinformation surrounding
women’s health.
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The campaign was conducted in September 2025
across Mirpur-2, Mirpur-11 (Bauniabadh, Pallabi),
and Mirpur-13 (Dhaka PTI area), Dhaka, benefiting
over 500 women. Volunteers, including final-year
medical and nursing students, listened attentively to
participants’ concerns and provided simple, effective
health solutions, reinforcing Sanskaran Foundation’s
commitment to breaking social barriers and ensuring
continued access to essential healthcare for
underprivileged communities.
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Through open discussions, basic health check
guidance and focused awareness sessions, the
campaign promotes informed decision-making
and early intervention. By offering free
consultations and practical advice, it empowers
women to better understand their bodies,
recognize health issues early and take proactive
steps toward maintaining their overall well-
being.
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The most recent session, held on 24 May 2025 at
Shaheed Moazzam Hall, Noubahini College, Dhaka,
gathered over 350 students for an engaging and
interactive learning experience. From the very beginning,
the program has engaged hundreds of students in sessions
focused on goal setting, program planning, leadership
development, resource management and overcoming
social and organizational challenges.
The seminar series features interactive discussions, Q&A
sessions and practical guidance to help participants
translate ideas into action. Kifayat Ibne Rahman,
Executive Director of Sanskaran Foundation, delivers
inspiring keynote addresses, sharing valuable insights on
effective volunteerism and leadership.
Captain Mohammad Ismail Majumder (S), NPP, BN,
Principal of Noubahini College, attended as the Chief
Guest. Participants receive certificates of participation,
and the Top 10 quiz performers are regularly recognized
for their outstanding contributions.
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INITIATIVES

ENSURING ACCESS TO QUALITY EDUCATION

Empowering youth through leadership and volunteerism is essential for building socially responsible and resilient
communities. To foster this spirit, Sanskaran Foundation launched an ongoing seminar series titled “Together We Can
— Voluntarism, Leadership & Social Change,” designed to equip students with the skills and mindset needed to
lead positive change in society.

The EcoLens Skill Walk is a volunteer program by
Sanskaran Foundation designed to develop leadership,
teamwork, communication and creative skills while
promoting environmental and social awareness.
Volunteers participated in environmental and social
documentation, team-leading exercises and a walkie-talkie
mock drill. A theme-based photo contest with live voting
added excitement and winners received instant prizes. The
Executive Director and Media & Digital Communications
Manager guided and motivated participants throughout the
activities.
Every volunteer received an Appreciation Letter recognizing
their effort and dedication. The EcoLens Skill Walk left a
lasting impression, providing hands-on learning and
inspiring volunteers to apply their skills for social and
environmental impact, reflecting Sanskaran Foundation’s
commitment to empowering youth and nurturing socially
responsible leaders.

OF CHILD LABOR

Eid Er Hasi campaign by Sanskaran Foundation is an ongoing initiative aimed at bringing joy to
underprivileged children during Eid while supporting their basic needs and education. Many of these
children face daily struggles and are unable to celebrate Eid fully due to financial hardship. Through this
program, Sanskaran Foundation provides Eid gifts, essential groceries and small financial aid, ensuring that
children experience the spirit of Eid alongside continued support for their well-being and future.
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Eid Er Hasi 2022 (Season 01): As part of its festive
outreach, Sanskaran Foundation distributed Eid gifts
to 270 individuals, spreading joy and smiles during
the holy occasion. The initiative aimed to recognize
and appreciate people who play vital roles in society
yet often remain unnoticed, helping them celebrate
Eid with dignity and happiness.

Eid Er Hasi 2024 (Season 02): Sanskaran
Foundation supported 8 hardworking children with
new Eid clothes during Eid-ul-Fitr and provided 7
day grocery packages to 10 families. During Eid-ul-
Adha, the initiative reached a madrasa in Laxmipur,
where children participated in Islamic programs and
received a sacrificial animal (goat), sharing the joy
and spirit of Eid.

ELIMINATION OF SOCIAL INEQUALITY

Ushnotar Golpo 2025 is a humanitarian winter initiative organized by Sanskaran Foundation. The
campaign is built on a simple belief that a single warm garment can bring comfort dignity and hope to
someone facing the harsh winter on the streets of Bangladesh. This timeline blog documents the journey
from community collection to heartfelt distribution.

On 26  December, a winter clothes collection
booth was set up at Road No 23, Rupnagar
Residential Area, Dhaka from 11 am to 3 pm.

Blood Donor Management & Donor Request Coordination
We aim to establish a unified nationwide network of blood donors and coordinating
volunteers to meet the demand for every blood group across Bangladesh. Our goal is to
ensure that no individual whether they are family, a member of our community or a
citizen in the most remote corner of the country ever has to suffer due to a shortage of
blood. Operating under our Primary Healthcare and Emergency Response initiatives,
we actively bridge the gap between patients and donors. Through these coordinated
efforts, Sanskaran Foundation successfully manages over 900 bags of blood annually,
providing a critical lifeline to those in urgent need.

Emergency Response Wing
Sanskaran Foundation has established a specialized Emergency Response Wing
under our Humanitarian Disaster Assistance Program to provide critical support
during disasters and large-scale emergencies. This multi-disciplinary team is
composed of dedicated blood donors, licensed amateur radio operators and
volunteers expertly trained in crisis management. Our team focuses on proactive
preparation and community resilience. Beyond ensuring our own rapid
development, we actively motivate and train students to effectively respond to and
manage critical situations. By establishing independent radio communication
networks and fostering a culture of preparedness, we ensure our volunteers are
equipped to provide life-saving assistance whenever disasters strike.
